TESTO 1: A HUMAN ZOO? (parole 1-20)

The tourists have gone for the day, pictures taken, souvenirs in hand, and the little settlement of Nai Soi near the border of Myanmar has reverted to the ordinary rhythms of village life. But this is far from a normal XE "Normal [1]"[A] village. It is one of three that XE "That [2]"[N] have been specially created by tour operators XE "Operators [3]"[O] in northwestern Thailand to house XE "House [4]"[D] about a hundred of the so-called giraffe women XE "Women [5]"[R] of Myanmar, the former Burma, along XE "Along [6]"[F] with their families. And almost all XE "All [7]"[B] the women wear long, glittering coils XE "Coils [8]"[S] of brass around their necks XE "Necks [9]"[K]. 


The women have worn their coils for XE "For [10]"[I] generations as a mark of beauty XE "Beauty [11]"[E] and tribal identity. But now the question is one XE "One [12]"[J] of dignity. Some people describe the villages XE "Villages [13]"[Q] as a human zoo, and the accusations XE "Accusations [14]"[H] have fueled debates in the local XE "Local [15]"[M] press. Nothing here seems private. As XE "As [16]"[C] they go about their lives, the villagers are on XE "On [17]"[T] display to all comers. 


For a visitor XE "Visitor [18]"[G], the sensation of voyeurism can XE "Can [19]"[P] at first be unsettling. For the long-necked women and their families, it seems simply XE "Simply [20]"[L] to be one more fact of their uprooted lives, something to be accepted along with the confinement and indignity of being a refugee. 


TESTO 2: MATERIAL MATTERS (parole 21-40)

Needlework has become a significant form of economic empowerment for rural women in Southern Africa. Initiatives in Zimbabwe and South Africa have created XE "Created [21]"[A] opportunities for women to learn skills such XE "Such [22]"[C] as appliqué, embroidery and beadwork. Although XE "Although [23]"[H] needlework is increasingly recognised as an emerging XE "Emerging [24]"[K] art form, it is specifically targeted XE "Targeted [25]"[N] at the tourist market. Material Matters, a current XE "Current [26]"[O] exhibition of appliqués by women of XE "Of [27]"[M] Zimbabwe's Weya collective and other South African needlework XE "Needlework [28]"[E] collectives, is curated by Brenda Schmahmann, a senior XE "Senior [29]"[G] lecturer in the history of art department XE "Department [30]"[P] of the University of the Witwatersrand. The XE "The [31]"[R] Weya women use black cotton panels XE "Panels [32]"[B] as a background for pictorial XE "Pictorial [33]"[F] narratives of their everyday life experiences XE "Experiences [34]"[D]. Their picture-stories are structured similarly XE "Similarly [35]"[J] to those of cartoon strips. The makers XE "Makers [36]"[I] of the appliqués often include a written XE "Written [37]"[Q] explanation of their visual stories that is tucked XE "Tucked [38]"[L] into a pocket in the front XE "Front [39]"[S] of the appliqué. The appliqués speak XE "Speak [40]"[T] of survival in an impoverished community where women are unable to earn independent incomes in the face of overwhelming domestic responsibilities.


TESTO 3: PERFORMING CHRISTIAN MUSIC (parole 41-60)

Many of us recoil from claims of a home-court advantage for Bach performers who are Christians. Musicians everywhere see Bach as common XE "Common [41]"[A] property. But dismissing the home-court claim XE "Claim [42]"[H] isn't as easy as we would XE "Would [43]"[G] like. After all, some of the ideas XE "Ideas [44]"[C] and language in Bach's sacred music present XE "Present [45]"[E] barriers for non-Christians. A performer XE "Performer [46]"[T] cannot ignore those ideas, for XE "For [47]"[Q] Bach often illustrates them with musical XE "Musical [48]"[D] details. In Cantata No. 136, long streams XE "Streams [49]"[O] of notes represent the great stream of XE "Of [50]"[P] Jesus' blood, which alone can cleanse XE "Cleanse [51]"[M] humanity of sin. In Cantata No. 106, a severe XE "Severe [52]"[S] fugue in the lower voices represents XE "Represents [53]"[K] the strictness of Old Testament law, under XE "Under [54]"[I] which — according to Bach's Lutheranism — all humans XE "Humans [55]"[J] perish, while an independent soprano line XE "Line [56]"[R] represents the hope of eternal life brought XE "Brought [57]"[F] by Jesus. If you want to understand XE "Understand [58]"[N] the emotions Bach intended, you have XE "Have [59]"[B] to engage with the texts. According to a number of respected musical critics, while some texts are easy enough XE "Enough [60]"[L] to engage with, others call for more than a "suspension of disbelief".
